Climate change is affecting many earth system dynamics. Both research and communication are key aspects of our response to these changes.  The Ecological Society of America Student Section (ESA-SS) is sponsoring a film competition to encourage outreach along with research.  





The competition will have two categories: Professional Development and Educational.














ANYONE IS ELIGIBLE TO APPLY - just one of the people involved needs to be an ESA member,

Professional – Expand the topics in the Journal of Visual Experiments (JoVE) to incorporate methods in ecological research. Your work will help others interested in using similar techniques, not to mention may get you a peer-reviewed publication if your work is accepted. High quality “video-articles” that visually capture methodologies, done in the lab or field, and related to your work can be published online and disseminated to other researchers.  Examples could include: how to use utilize isotopes/mass spectrometry, remote sensing, or biological surveys in research… 





Although the videos can be simple and straight-forward, they MUST BE HIGH QUALITY. Therefore, we strongly encourage you to collaborate with students in the art or film department at your institution.
