
STUDENT SECTION TRAVEL GRANTS

Description
The Student Section of the Ecological Society of America will award 9 grants for student travel to the 2009 Annual ESA meeting in Albuquerque, NM. We will award travel funds to students presenting posters and oral presentations at the meeting. Awards will be $150 for students from the United States and $200 for students from other countries. 

Awards will be granted only to Student Section members. To become a student section member, check the appropriate box on your ESA membership form when you renew your ESA membership (http://eservices.esa.org) or email membership@esa.org.

APPLICATIONS ARE DUE BY SATURDAY, MAY 2nd.

Application

Each applicant must submit general information, an essay, and a statement of anticipated travel cost. Please email applications to both Matthew Whiteside (mwhitesi “at” uci.edu) and Rob Salguero-Gomez (salguero “at” sas.upenn.edu) with the subject line, “ESA Student Travel Grants”. The contents of each application component are described below. 

A. The application should include the following general information:

Name of degree(s) and Major/Minor

Research/Dissertation topic 

Research objective

Will the applicant be receiving other forms of assistance (financial/travel/housing) for the meeting? (yes/no)

ESA student section member? (yes/no)

Will the applicant be presenting a poster or talk at the 2009 ESA meeting? (poster/talk)

Title of ESA 2009 meeting presentation, with co-authors

B. A 200-400 word essay (double spaced/ 2.5 cm margins/ Times New Roman font) describing the following:

The applicant’s academic, research and/or professional background

How the applicant believes ecologists can overcome challenges to communicating our enhanced understanding of ecological systems and the implications of ecological research to the public. 

The applicant’s past, current, and planned/proposed activities to reach this goal. Activities may be related to research, outreach, education, and/or policy development in ecology (e.g. teaching, publications, blogs, presentations)

C. A statement of anticipated travel cost (200 words maximum)

Post-award requirements

Student essays that result in financial support will be submitted to an ESA publication, the ESA blog, or the ESA Student Section website for other students to read and learn from. The Student Section may arrange a forum for all of the essays to be published. 
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
