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Presentation of your stakeholder group 
You will take on the role from a particular discipline, as a stakeholder, in order to better understand the case of the Anacostia Watershed Society suing D.C. Water Sewer Authority (DCWASA) in 1999 for violation of the Clean Water Act for having combined sewage (CSO) and runoff flow into the Anacostia River.   Several approaches and mechanisms have been suggested to alleviate the problem.
You will produce a PowerPoint presentation to share the expertise you developed as your assigned stakeholder with others in your class and your instructor(s). Your presentation should include the following components and your reflections on some of the core questions (in italics):  
1. Use primary data or evidence from the view of the stakeholder that are important for addressing ways to improve the ecosystem health of the Anacostia River.   Certain datasets that are available via the web serve as excellent data.   We have provided you with one or two via Blackboard as a starting point, but we expect you to find more as a stakeholder    We used two class periods to guide you through this process and encourage you to think about the norms and type of data you will use.
2. Use graphics that help other stakeholders understand the key points and arguments you are making.

3. Synthesize all of the data that you have collected along with readings in the literature to argue whether different mechanisms proposed will be the best for the Anacostia River clean-up efforts with claims supported by reasoning.  
What ideas from your stakeholder provide the rationale or reasoning for why this evidence is applicable to addressing the different mechanisms for alleviating the CSO problem?

What are the ethical dimensions of different mechanisms for alleviating the CSO problem from the perspective of your stakeholder?
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
